Member Michael Mastronardi spoke on the current flue epidemic and gave us 
a few, very useful tips, on how to prevent passing on the infection.  All like the

Both Gerry and Matthew spoke 
on hearing problems and 
hearing aids, giving us an 
excellent talk, accompanied 
with a slide presentation, on 
this important subject.   They 
advised that infection of the 
inner ear was the main cause 
of loss of hearing, thus 
requiring assistance of an aid.  
Under no circumstances try to 
clean out the ear with a cotton 
bud, as this can only push any 
wax that maybe there further 
into the ear and do damage.   
There are ear drops on the 

market that can loosen and soften any wax and so remove.  Always try and face 
people when talking, try not to talk behind them.  Certain letter pronunciations 
can be mistaken F and S, D and B are prime subjects for confusion.   
Background noise further reduces hearing disabilities, although modern aids can 
assist greatly in this regard.   If someone has an aid, but does not seem to be 
using it, talk softly or even whisper in their presence, as this may make them use 
their aid.   After a lengthy question time, the Vote of Thanks was given by 
Carolyn Campbell, Gerry and Matthew were presented with the Club’s “Werner” 
bowls.
