Our Guest Speaker Dr Con Pappas was introduced by Trevor Schofield. Con with
the help of an audio visual gave us a very good talk on Melanoma and skin problems.
Melanomas are highly malignant tumours of the Melanin i forming cells of the skin.
They develop from an existing mole in up to two thirds of cases, but can also arise in
the eye of mucous membranes malignant Melanoma is the most dangerous of all skin
cancers, and is associated with brief but excessive exposure to sunlight. It is easily
treated if caught early, but deadly once it has spread. There can be a genetic factor
in some cases. Once rare, this disease is increasing at a steady rate in most




countries with a predominantly fair skinned population, owing to the increasing
popularity of holidays in the sun. Most at risk are those with fair hair and light skin,
and those who have had severe sunburn in childhood. Con stated that the TV ad
currently being shown is targeted on youth. Over 400,000 people in Australia suffer
from some skin cancer. Statistics show Queensland has highest risk of Melanoma,
with Tasmania the lowest.
